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God's work A year ago I presented certificates
of appreciation to five kids from English

Lutheran Church in La Crosse, who set up a lemonade
stand that raised thousands of dollars in response to
the 2007 flooding in southwest Wisconsin. These
young people were honored on the day of the Sunday
School Christmas program and came forward to
receive their rewards dressed as one little lamb and
four angels. The reaction from the congregation was
a rousing and resounding applause for these "little
ones"” of the Kingdom. It was truly Lutheran Disaster
Response in action! It wasn't just the more global
action of the Lutheran church in response to
disaster; it was the local initiative like that of these
“little, big people” that give life and hope and healing
in the midst of disaster.

I never thought I would ever witness such a moving
experience again. That was until Thanksgiving
weekend when I brought a similar thank you to the
members of Bethel Lutheran Church in Madison. The
congregation had been invited to become a crucial
participant in raising some $100,000 for impacted
families in the 30-county area affected by this past
June's flooding. That challenge was made on the July
4™ weekend and by the end of September, Bethel
Lutheran had raised $50,000 and received a match
from Thrivent Financial for Lutherans for another
$25,000. It is the largest-known congregational gift
to Lutheran Disaster Response in recent history.
Again, Lutheran Disaster Response is alive and well,
not only because of your gifts to directly to Lutheran
Disaster Response but also because of local efforts
like that of Bethel Lutheran

In addition to these funds, we were able to raise
another $25,000 for the "Lutheran Flood Appeal.”
Lutheran Disaster Response also provided nearly
$200,000 for the long-term recovery efforts of the
2007 and 2008 flooding. This $300,000 doesn't even
begin o take into consideration all of the other local
response efforts, foundations, businesses, and other
places where that Lutheran connection has leant a
helping hand. It is important for you to know that you
have made a difference, a Lutheran difference in
these recoveries. In the spirit of Christmas and in
behalf of all those you have helped, thank you so
much.
